updated via text)  

• Children suffering from travel sickness should have a tablet before they come to school. 

Tablets for the return journey should be in a named envelope and given to the teacher on 

arrival at school. 

• Blue inhalers should be kept with the child at all times and display their name, brown 

inhalers must be given to Miss Wilcox.
