	CONTEXT

	Geography at Jarrow Cross has been subject to a number of changes in the last two to three years. This has included a full review of the curriculum content and the progression of knowledge, using information gathered from staff and children through teacher questionnaires and pupil focus groups. Staff now have access to better quality resources to support their teaching and have had opportunities to enhance their own subject knowledge. Key geographical concepts have been identified and mapped out from EYFS to upper key stage two, as well as a progression of vocabulary. Staff CPD has focused on embracing fieldwork opportunities in order to support children’s geographical skills. This is an area that is still being developed. The profile of Geography has been raised in recent years and whole school events are planned throughout the year to engage and enthuse young geographers.
  During our most recent Ofsted inspection in October 2024, Geography was given additional scrutiny in a deep dive. Through this process, it was ascertained that “pupils gain good knowledge and skills in many subjects, such as geography. The curriculum is sensibly sequenced, so that pupils’ knowledge builds over time.”

	· Embed high-quality, progressive and inclusive geography fieldwork experiences across all year groups so that every child participates in purposeful fieldwork every term. 
· Develop and embed a wider range of evidence for learning in Geography, reducing reliance on written recording in books, so that pupils’ geographical understanding and enquiry skills are captured and celebrated in more meaningful and creative ways. 
· Ensure the Geography curriculum meets the revised expectations of the new National Curriculum due to be taught from September 2028.
